























Failure by a Respondent to file a written request for a hearing in this matter within
the thirty-day (30) period stated above shall be deemed a waiver by that Respondent of
his right to such a hearing. Failure of a Respondent to file an Answer, including a request
for a hearing, shall result in this Order, including the stated civil penalty, becoming final
as to that Respondent by operation of law.

CONTINUING TO ENGAGE IN ACTS DETAILED BY THIS ORDER
AND/OR SIMILAR ACTS MAY RESULT IN THE DIVISION’S FILING
ADDITIONAL ADMINISTRATIVE ACTIONS AND/OR SEEKING FURTHER
ADMINISTRATIVE FINES. WILLFUL VIOLATION OF THIS ORDER COULD
RESULT IN CRIMINAL PENALTIES. REGARDING MATTERS DESCRIBED
HEREIN, THIS ORDER DOES NOT PRECLUDE THE FILING OF PRIVATE

CAUSES OF ACTION OR THE FILING OF CRIMINAL CHARGES.
